


Neighborhood House Research/Project Requirements
· Participants must be informed of:
· The organization or school you are representing
· Their right to refuse to participate, without negative consequences
· That the results will be shared with Neighborhood House and their responses will not limit access to programming 
· The goal of your research/project
· Your name, title, and another person to contact with questions or concerns
· Methodology
· We ask that methodology be designed to provide maximum comfort and minimal invasiveness for the respondents. 
· Translations
· Must be reviewed by at least one person who is linguistically proficient and culturally competent to the group studied.
· Please do not assume that the participant has the ability to read in any language.
· Results
· We expect that the results of your research/project will be shared with Neighborhood House.
· Written permission by Neighborhood House is required to distribute results to other parties outside of the instructor, or previously agreed upon partners.
· Compensation
· What financial compensation will be offered	
· To participants
· To the agency
· To other parties
· What in-kind contributions will be provided (food, etc.)
· Authorization
· Please expect a two week waiting period to receive feedback on your proposal.
· Neighborhood House reserves the right to deny any proposals or terminate the project at any point.  A written explanation of project denial or termination would be provided.
